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1 ABOUT THIS SERVICE DESCRIPTION

(a) This is the service description for the Optus Outbound Voice Services.  

(b) This service description, together with your application, the SMB terms, the standard pricing table and the appendices, forms your agreement with us.

(c) You may obtain a copy of the latest version of the SMB terms, service description, standard pricing table and appendices from us or on our website: www.optus.com.au/standardagreements  

(d) Where you may be charged a fee or charge, then this fee or charge is set out in the standard pricing table.  Please check the standard pricing table carefully to see what fees and charges apply to your use of the service.

(e) The meaning of the words printed like this is set out in this service description or in the SMB terms.

2 THE SERVICE

2.1 What are the services?

(a) The outbound voice services provide a direct dial telephone service from a customer access line to elsewhere in Australia and the world.  The services are a carriage service which uses our and other suppliers' networks.  A more detailed description of the features of each outbound voice service is contained in clauses 12, 13 and 14 below.

(b) For commercial and technical reasons, not all premises can be connected to the services. 

(c) We may vary the delivery method of the services if reasonably required to do so for technical, operational or commercial reasons. You will be advised of any additional cost that you will incur as a result of that variation. If you disagree to the additional cost and wish to cancel your order for the services due to the additional cost, you may do so without incurring any cancellation fees. Once you agree to the additional cost, cancellation fees will apply if you subsequently cancel your order for the services. 
(d) The following individual services are offered to small or medium business customers under this service description:
(i) Corporate Long Distance (CLD),
(ii) BusinessNet Premier (BNP), and

(iii) For customers who signed up before 1 January 2008: Optus Converged VPN (OCV), formerly described as BusinessNet Elite (BNE). Existing OCV/BNE customers will continue to be supported until further notice. 
2.2 Who supplies the services?

Optus Networks Pty Limited (ABN 92 008 570 330) supplies the services to you.

3 SERVICE CHARGES

3.1 What do the cost of the services depend on?

The cost of the services depends on:

(a) the services and features and characteristics for each service selected by you in your application, and

(b) whether you modify the services or an individual service, or cancel an individual service at any time.

3.2 Charges for the services

(a) If there is a delay in transfer of your phone numbers caused by you, we will commence billing from the scheduled transfer date of your phone numbers.

(b) We will bill you for additional costs incurred as a result of you failing to provide a technician access to premises or you cancel a scheduled transfer of your phone numbers.

4 PHONE NUMBERS 
4.1 How do you obtain a phone number?

If you do not already have a phone number for use with the service, we will issue you a phone number. 

4.2 How are phone numbers issued?

(a) All phone numbers are selected, issued and used by us in accordance with the Australian Communications and Media Authority’s Numbering Plan and Telecommunications Numbering Plan Number Declarations (numbering regulations). 

(b) For an additional charge, you may apply for a specific phone number

4.3 Can we change your phone number? 

(a) We may be required to recover or recover and replace a phone number we have issued you in order for us to comply with the numbering regulations.  

(b) We will give you as much notice as is reasonably practicable if we have to do this.

4.4 Who owns the phone number?

(a) You do not own the phone number and your right to use the phone number starts when we issue the phone number to you.
(b) Your right to use the phone number ends if you no longer obtain the service unless you transfer your phone number (see clause 5 below).  

(c) If you stop obtaining the service and do not transfer your phone number, we may issue your phone number to another customer in accordance with the numbering regulations.  

4.5 Our liability to you in respect of phone numbers

We are not liable to you for any expense or loss incurred by you or your business due to:

(a) any recovery or recovery and replacement of your phone number under clause 4.3(a) above, or

(b) you ceasing to have the right to use your phone number under clause 4.4 above.

5 TRANSFERRING YOUR PHONE NUMBER 
5.1 Transferring from another carrier or carriage service provider
(a) You may be able to transfer a phone number you have obtained from another carrier or carriage service provider when you connect to the service.  

(b) We will not charge you a fee for transferring a phone number or long distance service from another carrier or carriage service provider.  However, before you transfer your phone number or long distance service from another carrier or carriage service provider you should confirm the terms of your agreement with that carrier or carriage service provider, to determine what consequences, if any, there are when you transfer your phone number or long distance service (including, for example, a fee for transferring or any early cancellation fees).

(c) When you transfer your phone number to us, there may be a brief period when the service is interrupted.  

5.2 Transferring from us to another carrier or carriage service provider
(a) You may be able to transfer your phone number to another carrier, or carriage service provider by request with that carrier or carriage service provider.  However, this is not always possible and you may lose your phone number. 
(b) We may charge you a fee to transfer your phone number to another carrier or carriage service provider.

(c) You must not cancel the service before you transfer your phone number.  The carrier or carriage service provider to which you have transferred your phone number will inform us that you have transferred your phone number and we will cancel the service.

(d) You can only transfer your phone number.  You may not be able to transfer any enhanced call features.

(e) You may only transfer a phone number for which you are the authorised customer.

(f) If you transfer your phone number to another carrier or carriage service provider, any DSL or spectrum service associated with the service may be disconnected. 
6 PHONE NUMBER DISPLAYS
(a) We automatically display CLI on your phone.  If you wish to bar CLI on your phone, you will need to contact Customer Service.  

(b) If CLI is not barred on your phone, your phone number may be displayed on the phone of the person you (or anyone using your phone) are calling or be traced or accessed using a call return feature. 

(c) When another person calls you, the phone number of that person may be displayed on your phone if that person has not barred CLI on their phone. 

7 STANDARD PROVISIONING TIMES

(a) You and we may agree, in your application, a provisioning and installation time target relating to the services.

(b) Provisioning and installation of the services is subject to the availability of installed Optus network infrastructure and the infrastructure of other suppliers.

(c) We will endeavour to provision and install the services by the agreed date, if any.

(d) If, after making your application and before the agreed date, you request a modification to the services and we agree to make that modification, then an amended agreed date may also need to be agreed.

8 FAULT REPORTING AND RECTIFICATION

(a) Subject to clause 8(b) below, if you become aware of any fault in the service, you must report that fault to us as soon as possible by telephoning the number notified to you by us from time to time. 

(b) Before reporting a fault to us, you must take all reasonable steps to ensure that the fault is not a fault in any equipment that is not Optus-owned equipment. 

(c) If we investigate a fault and determine that the fault is attributable to any equipment that is not Optus-owned equipment:

(i) we will use reasonable endeavours to inform you of the fault and its probable cause and location, but will bear no further liability or responsibility;

(ii) we may charge you for any costs which we incur in investigating the fault; and

(iii) if you ask us and we agree to rectify the fault, we may charge you for that service in accordance with the Standard Pricing Table. 

(d) We will endeavour to respond to and resolve faults in relation to the services in accordance with the following targets, which are measured from the time that the fault is reported to us:
(i) our target time to respond to the report of a fault is 30 minutes, unless stated otherwise within this service description,

(ii) our target time for the restoration of 80% of faults is:

(A) 4 hours for BNP using direct connect or XYZed (Zedline or ZedConnect) in a metropolitan area,

(B) 12 hours for BNP using extended access in a metropolitan area,

(C) 6 hours for BNP using direct connect outside a metropolitan area,

(D) 12 hours for BNP using XYZed (Zedline or ZedConnect) or extended access outside a metropolitan area,

(E) 4 hours for CLD in a metropolitan area,

(F) 6 hours for CLD outside a metropolitan area,

(G) 6 hours for OCV in a metropolitan area, and

(H) as agreed between us and you for OCV outside a metropolitan area.

(e) You must provide all reasonable assistance to enable us to locate and rectify any fault regardless of whether that fault is our responsibility to rectify or yours or that of a supplier or other third party. 
9 SUPPLIER AND THIRD PARTY SERVICES

You acknowledge that:

(a) The services rely on the services of suppliers for its operation, who are not controlled by us, and

(b) We do not exercise any control over, authorise or make any warranty regarding:

(i) your right or ability to use, access or transmit any content using the services,

(ii) the accuracy or completeness of any content which you may use, access or transmit using the services,

(iii) the consequences of you using, accessing or transmitting any content using the services, including without limitation any virus or other harmful software, and

(iv) any charges which a third party may impose on you in connection with your use of their services accessed via the services.

10 PABX equipment

You acknowledge that:

(a) The operation of the services may rely on PABX equipment installed at your premises.

(b) We are responsible to connect the service from the Main Distribution Frame at the telephone exchange to the Internal Distribution Frame at your premises.
(c) You are responsible, at your cost, to arrange the installation of PABX equipment with your preferred PABX supplier and PABX maintainer.  It is also your responsibility, at your cost, to arrange with your PABX maintainer for the connection of your PABX to the service and also to your handsets.

11 TELEPHONE ‘HACKING’
We are not liable to you for any loss you may suffer as a result of telephone hacking activity in relation to your service.
We recommend that you take the steps outlined in our document ‘Telephone Hacking – A Practical Guide’ (at www.optus.com.au/Hacking), to reduce the risk of telephone hacking to your service.

12 CORPORATE LONG DISTANCE SERVICE

12.1 What does the service allow?

(a) The service provides a long distance telephone service between a calling party within Australia and a called number elsewhere in Australia or overseas.  The service may only be used to call:

(i) international telephone numbers,

(ii) Australian telephone numbers that are directly connected to a local exchange of a supplier, including us,

(iii) mobile phones (ie. calls to Australian digital mobile phone numbers),

(iv) other Australian telephone numbers which can be accessed through the Optus network,

(b) The service subject to interconnection arrangements between us and the relevant supplier with whose network the called number or the calling number is associated.

(c) The service does not include calls made:

(i) to and from pay phones connected to the Telstra network,

(ii) to 1900 numbers and other premium rate services,

(iii) to 13, 1300 and 1800 numbers,

(iv) using pre-paid phone cards,

(v) from ship to shore using mobile satellite terminals, 

(vi) to and from Satellite phones, or

(vii) from calling cards.

12.2 Access to the service
(a) Whilst most people in Australia can access the service, there are still some access lines from which the service cannot be accessed or where access is restricted.  These restrictions on access are as follows the service cannot be accessed from access lines with Telstra customer loop metering. The customer loop metering service needs to be removed before preselection capacity is available or these access lines can be modified to support the Optus override code.  You should contact us for further information. 

(b) Your equipment connected to the access line may restrict the use of this service.  For instance, a PABX might be programmed to ignore the preselection or override choice for specific call types. 

12.3 Accessing the service
(a) The service may be accessed through preselection. Existing customers who have predigit local calls will continue to be supported until further notice. Predigit local calls may be accessed by programming the Optus override code ‘1456’ into your equipment or by using Optus supplied autodiallers.

(b) If your access line is preselected to us, the service may be accessed on that access line by dialling the called number including any relevant area and access codes.

(c) If an access line is preselected to a supplier other than us, the service may be accessed by first dialling the Optus override code before the called number (including any relevant area and access codes). 
(d) Emergency services dialled with the Optus override code will be routed to Telstra.

(e) It is also possible to access the service through our operator by: 

(i) receiving an Optus call home Australia call (if a reverse charge call),

(ii) receiving other types of reverse charge calls, 

(iii) making an operator connected call, or

(iv) by dialling our operator on ‘1234’ and requesting that call to be placed by the operator.  These calls may be local calls, national long distance and international long distance calls.

12.4 Delivery of the service 

(a) If the local exchange carrier for your access line is not us (for example, Telstra), you acknowledge there may be a delay between when you preselect us and when the preselection change is implemented by the local exchange carrier.
(b) If you wish to change your preselection from us, there may be a delay between when you preselect a supplier other than us and when that preselection is implemented by the local exchange carrier.  We will not be liable for any delay by, or any act or omission of, the local exchange carrier in respect of the implementation of a preselection choice.

12.5 Cancellation of the service
We may immediately cancel the service to you without prior written notice if your access line has been disconnected either as a result of:

(a) non-payment of moneys due to any carrier or carriage service provider, or

(b) termination or cancellation under any terms and conditions between you and any carrier or carriage service provider due to an act or omission by you.

12.6 Operator assistance

(a) Operator assistance in relation to the service may be sought in the following ways: 

(i) if an access line is preselected to us:

(A) by dialling ‘1234’, or

(B) for national reverse charge, by dialling '1800 780 087', or

(C) for other call charge inquiries, by dialling ‘1222’, or

(D) for international directory assistance, by dialling ‘1225’, or

(E) for international service difficulties, by dialling ‘1221’.

(ii) if an access line is preselected to a supplier other than us, by dialling the Optus override code before the relevant prefix stated above.  

(b) Charges for operator assisted calls are set out in Appendix G.

12.7 Optus faxline service
(a) The Optus faxline service is offered under Corporate Long Distance service.  There is no separate registration is required. Charges are based on our long distance rates.

(b) The Optus faxline service is accessed by dialling the special access code '0019'.  For instance, to access an international number, if you are preselected to us you dial '0019'+ the country code + area code + the local number.

(c) The '0019' code can be pre-programmed into most modern facsimile machines and PABXs.

12.8 Call types preselected to us
When you pre-select us, your national long distance, fixed to mobile phone and international long distance calls are automatically preselected to us.

13 BUSINESSNET PREMIER SERVICE

13.1 Eligibility

The service is available only to SMB customers at their premises:

(a) which are readily able to be directly connected to the Optus network,

(b) connected via microwave access, which is only available when agreed by us and does not affect the service provided, or

(c) at our discretion, which can be connected to the networks of other suppliers.

13.2 What does the service allow?

(a) The service provides a direct dial telephone service from your premises to elsewhere in Australia and the world. 

(b) The service utilises our national and international telecommunications networks, our customer access network (providing local loop access), and the networks of other suppliers (providing local loop access in limited circumstances), and provides access to/from other carriers’ networks. 

(c) The service may not be used for transiting or refiling domestic or international traffic without our prior written consent.  We may withhold our consent to such use or make it subject to conditions at our absolute discretion. 
13.3 Preselection 

If preselection is available for your service, we will ensure that your preselection choice (including changes) and changes to your local service are implemented as soon as is reasonably practicable. You will remain responsible for all calls made using the service until preselection for your access line is changed from us to another supplier, or a relevant changes to your local service has been implemented.

13.4 Service features

The service offers the choice of one of three types of access line each with different service features and options.  The access lines and the features which are available are set out below:

(a) For customers who signed up before 1 June 2006: Optus Business Line – an analogue PBX trunk telephone line (existing customers will continue to be supported until further notice);
(b) Optus DirectLine (also known as ‘VoDSL’) – an analogue direct telephone exchange line; and

(c) Optus MultiLine – a 2Mbit/s digital PBX trunk telephone line.

13.5 Local number porting

(a) The porting of your telephone number will be conducted in accordance with the Local Number Portability Code.  Subject to the terms and conditions of your agreement, you may port your telephone number if it is declared 'portable' in accordance with the porting requirements administered by the applicable regulator, and no exemption from such obligations has been granted.

(b) The use of your existing service with that former service provider may be interrupted during the process of porting your telephone number to us.  We recommend that you make arrangements to be returned to your current service provider in the event that difficulties are experienced during the porting process (emergency return). 

(c) If you port your telephone number from us to another service provider, the service will be cancelled and the applicable cancellation fee may apply. 

(d) If you wish to port your telephone number from us to another supplier, you must contact that supplier. 

(e) In order to port your telephone number to us you must complete and sign the Optus Porting Authority Form (PAF) and the Optus Emergency Return Authority Form (ERAF).
(f) You must agree to a port cut-over time and, if requested, arrange for your preferred PABX maintainer to be available to assist with the port cut-over at that time. 
(g) We may be able to port your telephone number(s) to us, outside of your normal business hours, if required for a complex service. 
(h) We will require access to your premises to port your telephone number(s) to us.  Failure to provide access to your premises at agreed times or failure to provide sufficient notice to change an agreed time may result in: 

(i) the porting implementation not being completed within the agreed implementation schedule, and

(ii) loss of existing service. 

(i) We will not port your telephone number and move the address of your telephone number on the same day. 

13.6 Emergency return

(a) Prior to porting, you must negotiate and agree with your previous supplier regarding the service to be provided in the event an emergency return is required. 

(b) In the event of an emergency return to your previous supplier, you may experience an extended period of outage while the service from your previous supplier is restored. 

(c) In the event of an emergency return to your previous supplier, we: 

(i) will notify your previous supplier of the emergency return requirement, 

(ii) are not responsible for any period of outage, and

(iii) are not liable to you or any person claiming through you for any damage, loss, costs, expenses or other liability in contract, tort or otherwise, direct or indirect, for or in relation to the emergency return (including any negligent act or omission by us).

(d) If you have ported your telephone number away from us, the terms and conditions set out in your agreement will apply to your service in the event of an emergency return to us. 

(e) We will endeavour to assist you in the event of an emergency return to us. You may experience an extended period of outage while the service from us is being restored. 

(f) In the event of an emergency return to us, we: 

(i) are not responsible for any period of outage, and

(ii) are not liable to you or any person claiming through you for damage, loss, costs or expenses or other liability in contract, tort or otherwise, direct or indirect, for or in relation to the emergency return (including any negligent act or omission by us). .

13.7 Emergency diversion

(a) We retain absolute discretion to refuse to provide the emergency diversion feature to you.  

(b) We retain absolute discretion whether to allow you to divert calls made to divert from number(s) at a site to more than one divert to number.

(c) Examples of available diversions of calls made to divert from number(s) are as follows:

(i) diverting calls made to a consecutive range of numbers to a single number eg (02) 9342 1000 – 1100 diverted to (02) 9342 2000,

(ii) diverting calls made to groups of individual numbers to a single number eg (02) 9342 1111 – 1555, 1777 – 1888 diverted to (02) 9234 2001,

(iii) diverting calls made to several individual numbers to a single number eg (02) 9342 1889, 9342 1901 and 9342 1905 diverted to (02) 9342 2002, 

(iv) diverting calls made to a single number to a single number eg (02) 9342 1907 to (02) 9342 2003.

(d) We may, in our absolute discretion, refuse to divert calls made to the divert from number if the service is functioning or the conditions in (i) or (ii) below do not apply:

(i) failure of any equipment or other facilities located beyond the service delivery point of your access link,  or

(ii) failure of the Optus customer access network.

(e) Calls made to the divert from number will only be diverted to the divert to number after you call us as provided in the service handover pack requesting the diversion and provide your password for screening. We will aim to commence diverting calls within two hours of receiving your call and passing the security screening process.

(f) You must call us requesting that we cease the diversion of calls and provide your password for screening if the service is functioning or the conditions in (d)(i) or (ii) above ceases to apply.  We will aim to cease diverting calls within two hours of receiving your call and passing the security screening process.

(g) You may call us to request commencement or ceasing of diversion of calls 24 hours a day, seven days a week.  Details for contacting us will be specified in the handover pack to be provided to you after we accept your application to acquire the emergency diversion feature.

(h) You are responsible for ensuring that all details set out in the application in relation to the emergency diversion feature are correct and that the divert to number is valid and operating.  You are responsible for maintaining the security of your password required to commence or cease the diversion of calls.  We will have no liability for any loss suffered by you arising out of the use of the password, whether or not that use is authorised by you. 

(i) The diversion of calls pursuant to the emergency diversion feature may result in the loss of certain MultiLine features such as CND and extension level billing.  

13.8 Equipment

Your equipment must be labelled in accordance with ACMA’s telecommunications labelling for connection to a general carrier public switch telephone network (PSTN).

13.9 Call rates

Each individual access line forming part of your service will have the same call rate and will be billed under the same pricing plan.

13.10 Installation
We are responsible to provide up to 30 metres of cabling connecting the Main Distribution Frame (MDF) at the telephone exchange to the Internal Distribution Frame (IDF) at your premises.
13.11 ‘yes’ Business Totality (‘YBT’)

SMB customers may also acquire the ‘yes’ Business Totality service option set out in Attachment 1 or Attachment 2, as applicable.

14 Optus Converged VPN SERVICE

14.1 What does the service allow?

The service is a virtual private network service which allows you to link different access lines into a user group without using leased lines.  The service allows you to make calls from a OCV access line to:

(a) other OCV access lines,

(b) OCV registered telephone numbers, and

(c) other telephone numbers associated with our network or with the network to which our network is connected.

14.2 Is it there a minimum term for the service?

The minimum term for which we will agree to provide the service is twelve (12) months.

14.3 Your obligations

(a) You agree to remain liable under this agreement in respect of each OCV access line that forms part of the service until:

(i) that OCV access line is disconnected, 

(ii) you are no longer responsible for the OCV access line (within the meaning of clause 14.3(b) ), 

(iii) the service is cancelled, or

(iv) you advise us in writing that a OCV access line should be removed from the service and that line is removed by us.

(b) You will be deemed to be no longer responsible for a OCV access line when:

(i) the OCV access line is disconnected without a replacement telecommunication service being connected to the same distinct place over which you can use the service, or

(ii) the lessee of the access line provides written or oral notification to the local exchange carrier which provides the access line that the account relating to the access line will no longer be in the name of that lessee, or that the financial and other obligations in relation to that access line are no longer the responsibility of that lessee.

14.4 Service features

There are three features available within the OCV service: 

(a) the full OCV service, 

(b) the mobile OCV option is the OCV service for mobile access lines and mobile integrated access lines only.  The access line must be connected to an Enterprise Maxi 10 xx pricing plan under the Optus Mobile Digital Service unless otherwise agreed by us. Under the mobile OCV option, without our agreement, OCV registered telephone numbers cannot be mobile services connected to the networks of other mobile suppliers, and

(c) the calls to mobile OCV option is the OCV Service for business access lines and BNP integrated access lines allowing only OffNet calls to mobile phones (digital).  This option allows you to programme your PABX with the OCV override code so all calls to mobile phones are transmitted by us.  No other calls from these access lines can be made using the OCV Service. 

14.5 Delivery of the service 

(a) If the local exchange carrier for any OCV access line is not us (for example, Telstra), you acknowledge there may be a delay between when you preselect us and when the preselection change is implemented by the local exchange carrier.  Similarly, if you wish to change your preselection from us, there may be a delay between when you preselect a supplier other than us and when that preselection is implemented by the local exchange carrier.  We will not be liable for any delay by, or any act or omission of, the local exchange carrier in respect of the implementation of a preselection choice.

(b) If any OCV access line is directly connected to our local telephony network, we will ensure that your preselection choice (including changes) and changes to your local service are implemented as soon as is reasonably practicable. You will remain responsible for all calls made using the service until preselection for your access line is changed from Optus to another supplier, or a relevant change to your local service has been implemented.
14.6 Cancellation of the service
We may immediately cancel supply of the service or part of the service (including any specific OCV access line) to you without prior written notice if a OCV access line has been disconnected either as a result of:

(a) non-payment of moneys due to any carrier or carriage service provider, or

(b) termination or cancellation under any terms and conditions between you and any carrier or carriage service provider due to an act or omission by you. 

15 WHAT DO TERMS IN THIS SERVICE DESCRIPTION MEAN?

access line means a line or link, and ancillary facilities, over which the services are delivered, connecting a telephone or other equipment to a local exchange of a supplier.

business access line means a business telephone line belonging to the OCV customer which allows you to access the OCV service through the use of the universal access code supplied by us.

call forwarding enables calls to a service line with this feature to be routed to a destination programmed by you. 

calls to mobiles means a call from an access line within Australia to an Australian mobile digital phone number.

charging zone means a charging zone listed in Appendix A or Appendix B.  Appendix A contains a list of charging zones and their adjacent charging zones.  Appendix B contains a list of charging zones that have designated local call access even though they are not adjacent standard charging zones.
CLI stands for calling line identification.  This facility allows your phone number to be displayed on the phone of the person you are calling (if their phone is CLI enabled).

complex service means a service that requires an association of more than one number to one line.
conference calls of up to 3 conferees can be established provided that you have the requisite equipment. 

direct connect means a method of accessing the services by way of controlled fibre or radio connection by us between our network and your service delivery points (as specified in your application).

direct in-dial line enables callers to dial a PBX extension directly from the PSTN without being manually routed through your equipment by the PBX operator.  The charge for assigned numbers is the same whether the numbers are in use or not. 

divert from number means the telephone number you have requested to divert calls from pursuant to the emergency diversion feature as set out in your application or subsequently notified by you in writing to us.  

divert to number means the telephone number you have requested to divert calls to pursuant to the emergency diversion feature as set out in the your application or subsequently notified by you in writing to us.
emergency diversion is an optional feature that allows you to divert calls to the divert to number, in the event of:

(a)
a failure of any equipment or other facilities located beyond the  service delivery point of your access line, or

(b)
a failure of our customer access network which causes a failure  in the service.  The emergency diversion feature is not available if the divert from number is a service identified in clause 2 of the Total Access Services Agreement or was acquired pursuant to a Total Access Services Agreement.

enhanced calling features are the additional features you may access with the service.  Descriptions of the enhanced calling features accessible with the service are set out in Local Direct Enhancement Calling Features (Attachment 2). 

extended access means a method of accessing a service, which uses the network of another supplier to connect from the our network to the service delivery point.

extension level billing allows customers with MultiLine to have their bills split by extension number.  In the course of providing extension level billing we may change the CLI sent from your phone to the Optus network from the CLI of another carrier (if applicable) to our CLI for that number.

home access line means a Public Switched Telephone Network (PSTN) non-business access line of a BNE end user which the BNE customer has connected to their BNE service (eg. an employee’s home telephone number).  The BNE service is accessed by the use of the universal access code supplied by us. 

hotline working provides an automatic connection between a customer service line and a pre-determined call destination which has been programmed into the exchange by us on your instructions. 

Inmarsat calls means a call from an access line within Australia to an Inmarsat service.
integrated access line means an Optus BusinessNet Premier service or Optus Mobile Digital service which has been configured to direct calls to the BNE service without the use of BNE universal access codes.  These lines are referred to as BNP integrated access lines and mobile integrated access lines respectively.

international long distance call means a call from an access line within Australia to a number outside Australia.

Iridium, GlobalStar, GeoVerse or Thuraya call means a call from an access line within Australia to an Iridium, GlobalStar, GeoVerse or Thuraya service either within Australia or overseas.
issue means to provide you with a phone number for use with the service.  We issue a phone number to you at the time we agree to provide the service to you in association with the phone number.

local call means a call made where:

(a)
the calling party and the called party are both located in the same charging zone,

(b) 
the standard charging zone in which the calling party is located  is adjacent to the standard charging zone in which the called party is located, or

 (c)
the charging zone in which the calling party is located has  designated local call access to the charging zone in which the called party is located.

A list of charging zones and their adjacent charging zones are set out in Appendix A.  A list of charging zones that have designated local call access even though they are not adjacent standard charging zones are set out in Appendix B

local number portability (LNP) allows you to transfer your existing telephone number from another service provider to Optus when you acquire the service, or transfer your telephone number from Optus to another service provider.  
metropolitan area means an area within 20kms of the GPO of the capital city where the services are supplied to you.

mobile access line means an Optus Mobile Digital Service of an OCV end user which the OCV customer has connected to their OCV service (eg. an employee’s own mobile phone).  The OCV service can be accessed through the use of the universal access code supplied by us.

national long distance call means a call from an access line within Australia to an access line elsewhere in Australia that is not a local call.

OCV access line means an access line registered to the OCV service that can originate OCV calls. 

OCV customer means the person who acquires the OCV service under the agreement. 

OCV end user means an employee or associate of the OCV customer or any third person whose access line, telephone number or mobile service has been added as part of the OCV customer’s OCV service and who has the ability to make and receive calls from that access line, telephone number or mobile service. 
OffNet calls are calls from your OCV access lines to a number that is not one of your OCV access lines or OCV registered telephone numbers.  OffNet Calls from mobile access lines are not part of the OCV service and will be charged by the relevant mobile supplier.
OnNet calls are:

(a)
calls between your OCV access lines, or

(b)
calls from your OCV access lines to OCV registered telephone  numbers.

operator connected call may be made by dialling the Optus operator on ‘1234’ and requesting that call to be placed by the operator.  These calls may be local calls, national long distance and international long distance calls. 

Optus call home Australia call (also referred to as an “O.S. to Oz Collect Call”) is a call from outside Australia to a phone within Australia made through an Optus operator.  Through the use of an Optus call home Australia access number, the call bypasses the overseas operator and goes to the Optus operator, who connects the call.  The cost of such a call can be charged to the called party.  A list of countries from which the Optus call home Australia service is available on request from an Optus Account Executive. 

Optus faxline provides an automatically connected international telephone service for facsimile and data applications. 
Optus override code means the Optus override dial code "1456" which may be used to access the service in respect of access lines that are not preselected to us.

Preselect, in relation to an access line, means to designate a particular supplier to provide preselectable services to that access line.  Preselection and preselected have the same meaning. 

preselection functionality allows you to choose alternative carriage service providers for national long distance calls and calls to mobile phones made over your BNP access line.  Your equipment connected to the access line may restrict the use of this service.  For instance, a PABX might be programmed to ignore the preselection or override choice for specific call types.

(a) the called number cannot be accessed using the service, or

(b) the called number is engaged, disconnected or out of order, 

(c) the calling party and the called party are both located in the same charging zone,

(d) the charging zone in which the calling party is located has designated local call access to the charging zone in which the called party is located.

(e) the standard charging zone in which the calling party is located is adjacent to the standard charging zone in which the calling party is located, or

(f) there are network or other service failures that have caused temporary interruptions to the service.

telephone hacking has the meaning set out in our document entitled ‘Telephone Hacking – A Practical Guide’, at www.optus.com.au/Hacking.
transfer means to move your phone number from one carrier or carriage service provider to another carrier or carriage service provider.  You may also hear transfer referred to as 'porting'.
unsuccessful call means a call which is not successfully connected to a called number, including a number to which a called number diverts.  A call will not be successfully connected if, without limitation:

(a)
the called number is engaged, disconnected or out of order; 

(b)
the called number cannot be accessed using the service; or

(c)
there are network or other service failures that have caused temporary interruptions to the service.
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
