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1. About this Service Description
(a) This is the service description for the Optus Local Access Resale Service. 
(b) Your agreement with us for the supply of the service is made up of: 
(i) your application, 
(ii) the consumer terms (if you are a consumer) or SME terms (if you are a small or medium enterprise customer),
(iii) this service description, 
(iv) the standard pricing table, and 
(v) the appendices.
(c) You may obtain a copy of the latest version of the consumer terms or SME terms, service description, standard pricing table and appendices on our website: www.optus.com.au/standardagreements or from us on request. 
(d) Where you may be charged a fee, then this fee is set out in the standard pricing table. Please check the standard pricing table carefully to see what fees apply to your use of the service.
(e) The meaning of the words printed like this is set out at the end of this service description or in the consumer terms or SME terms (as applicable to you).
2. The Service
2.1. What is the service?
(a) The service allows you to make calls and receive calls capable of being carried over the resale access line from a phone located at your premises. The service also allows you access to a range of other telephone services, including a standard telephone number, a directory listing, provision of directory assistance and operator services and other enhanced calling features. 
(b) We will provide you the service based on this service description, the enhanced calling features you have selected and the provisions of Telstra's standard agreement that relate directly to the provision of the service (for example, call types made using the service, enhanced calling features and pricing), to the extent those provisions are not inconsistent with this agreement.
2.2. Who supplies the service?
(a) Optus Networks Pty Limited (ABN 92 008 570 330) supplies this service to you.
(b) Telstra supplies the service, billing data and your call records to us and we resupply the service to you. The service has the same technical configuration and features and functions when supplied by us to you as when Telstra supplies the same service to us and its own customers (except to the extent that particular services or features or functions are not made available by Telstra to us for resale). 
(c) We may elect to provide you with access to the service via an alternative access method or an alternative service comparable to the service. If we choose to change your access method to the service or the service, we will notify you of any:
(i) substantial changes to the service,
(ii) changes to the terms and conditions on which we provide the service to you, and
(iii) the new terms and conditions on which we provide the alternative service to you, if any.
2.3. Limitations on supply of the service
(a) To acquire the service, you must preselect us as your provider of long distance services (including calls to mobiles).
(b) We may immediately cancel the service without notice if your resale access line ceases to be preselected to us.
2.4. Coverage
The service is not available at all locations or premises.
2.5. What equipment do you need to access the service?
You may only access the service using equipment approved by the Australian Communications and Media Authority.
2.6. Use of the service
(a) In using the service: 
(i) you must provide us or Telstra with safe access to your premises:
(A) to inspect or test a facility which may be causing interference or danger, and
(B) in connection with the installation, provision and maintenance or removal of the service or a facility owned by Telstra, 
(ii) you must make modifications to a facility owned by Telstra or other equipment to avoid danger or interference where so required by us or Telstra,
(iii) if you do not own the premises, you must obtain the owner's permission and indemnify us and Telstra against a claim by the owner or occupier of the premises in relation to our or Telstra's entry onto those premises,
(iv) you must not: 
(A) connect to a facility owned by Telstra any equipment or cabling which does not meet the requirements of any technical standards made by the Australian Communications and Media Authority under the Telecommunications Act, or which is declared by the Australian Communications and Media Authority as prohibited under the Telecommunications Act,
(B) maintain a connection of the type described in paragraph (A) above, or
(C) authorise or consent to a connection of the type described in paragraph (A) above,
(v) a connection of the type described above does not include a connection which is made in accordance with:
(A) a connection permit issued under the Telecommunications Act, or
(B) connection rules made under the Telecommunications Act where we or you are subject to such connection rules,
(vi) if inadequate capacity in the service or your use of the service interferes, or threatens to interfere, with the efficiency of Telstra's network, you must follow Telstra's directions on how to end or avoid that interference, and 
(vii) we may suspend, limit or cancel the service (including without notice) if:
(A) you fail to provide access as required under this paragraph((i)) above,
(B) you (or another person) interferes with the operation of the service or a facility owned by Telstra (subject to paragraph (ii) above) or makes either unsafe,
(C) we or Telstra are unable to enter the premises to inspect, repair or maintain a facility that is necessary for the supply of that service to you,
(D) you fail to make any modifications required under paragraph (ii) above,
(E) you fail to rectify any defect or inadequacy in a facility not owned or maintained by us or Telstra after being requested to do so by us or Telstra,
(F) your use of the service interferes with the efficiency of Telstra's network and you fail to rectify the situation after notification from us or Telstra.
(b) You acknowledge that the obligations set out in paragraph (a) above are for the benefit of both Optus and Telstra.
(c) We offer a range of specific services for people with disabilities consistent with our Disability Action Plan. This plan is available on our website (www.optus.com.au/disability) or by contacting Customer Service. If you require disability equipment, Telstra offers this under the Telstra Disability Equipment Program. You should contact Customer Service for further details. 
2.7. 'yes' Business Totality ('YBT') 
If you are a small or medium enterprise customer, you may also acquire the 'yes' Business Totality service option set out in Attachment 1.
2.8. Optus Special Assistance Service 
If you have a life threatening medical condition, Optus Special Assistance Service may be available to you. The terms of the Optus Special Assistance Services can be found in Appendix Z.
3. Customer Service
(a) We are supplying the service to you and all inquiries and requests should be made to us and not to Telstra. 
(b) If you contact Telstra directly, Telstra may refuse to respond to your inquiry or request and may redirect you to us. 
4. Fault Rectification 
If a facility owned by you causes a fault in the service, Telstra may charge you a call-out charge and reasonable costs of restoration of the service. 
5. Service Charges
5.1. What does the cost of the service depend on? 
The cost of the service depends on:
(a) the pricing plan you select (see standard pricing table), 
(b) your use of the service (including length of call, time and day of call, destination of call and call type, and your use of any enhanced calling features), and
(c) any changes you make to your pricing plan, the enhanced calling features you use or acquire and if you accept the terms of a special.
5.2. Can you change your pricing plan? 
You may change pricing plan:
(a) if your current pricing plan allows you to change, and
(b) if you meet the eligibility criteria of the pricing plan to which you are wanting to change (for example, some pricing plans require you to have both local and long distance services with us).
6. Accessing the Service
6.1. Accessing the service
(a) In order to be able to access the service, your premises must be connected to Telstra's network.
(b) You acknowledge there may be a delay between when you preselect us to supply the service and when Telstra has completed all steps necessary to enable you to acquire the service from us. 
(c) You acquire, and we commences to provide, the service from the date on which Telstra has completed all steps necessary to enable you to acquire the service from us including to facilitate transfer and/or to install, test and activate the resale access line. 
6.2. When do you cease to have access to the service?
You will cease to have access to the service:
(a) if we are to continue to provide the service over the resale access line, but responsibility for the service is to be transferred to another person, the date on which we accept that person as a customer, or
(b) if we are to cease supplying the service, the date from which Telstra ceases to regard us as being contractually responsible to Telstra for the resale access line.
7. Cancellation
7.1. Removal of facilities owned by Telstra 
If the service is cancelled you must allow Telstra to enter your premises to remove any facility owned by Telstra connected with the service. If Telstra is unable to gain access to your premises, we may recover from you the value of the facility owned by Telstra as a debt due.
8. Disconnection of Equipment and Cabling
The Telecommunications Act entitles Telstra to disconnect your equipment or cabling in certain circumstances.
9. Preselection of Calls
9.1. Using an override code
(a) If you are preselected to us and you use an override code (including calls made using a Telstra override code) to access a service of another carrier or carriage service provider to make a call, this agreement does not apply to that call. 
(b) You may be billed by us for calls made using an override code. We will bill you at the same rate as we are billed by the carrier or carriage service provider whose override call you have used.
9.2. Changing your preselection 
(a) If you wish to change your preselection to or from us, there may be a delay between when you preselect your carrier or carriage service supplier and when that preselection is implemented by Telstra. 
(b) We are not liable for any delay by, or any act or omission of, Telstra in respect of the completion of the implementation of a preselection.
(c) If you are preselected to us and you wish to change your preselection from us, you are liable to us for calls until the change to your preselection is effected. 
(d) Those calls will be provided to you in accordance with the agreement and/or the relevant terms and conditions set out in the Optus Long Distance Service service description. 
10. Phone Numbers 
10.1. How do you obtain a phone number?
If you do not already have a phone number for use with the service, we will issue you a phone number. 
10.2. How are phone numbers allocated?
(a) All phone numbers are selected, issued and used by Telstra in accordance with the Australian Communications and Media Authority's Numbering Plan and Telecommunications Numbering Plan Number Declarations (numbering regulations). 
(b) For an additional charge, you may apply for a specific phone number. 
10.3. Can we change the phone number we have issued to you? 
(a) We may be required to recover or recover and replace a phone number we have issued you, in order for us to comply with the numbering regulations. 
(b) We will give you as much notice as is reasonably practicable if we have to do this.
10.4. Who owns the phone number?
(a) You do not own the phone number and your right to use the phone number starts when we issue the phone number to you.
(b) Your right to use the phone number ends if you no longer obtain the service unless you transfer your phone number (see clause 11 below). 
(c) If you stop obtaining the service and do not transfer your phone number, we may issue your phone number to another customer in accordance with the numbering regulations. 
10.5. Our liability to you in respect of phone numbers
We are not liable to you for any expense or loss incurred by you or your business due to:
(a) any recovery or recovery and replacement of your phone number under clause 10.2(b) above, or
(b) you ceasing to have the right to use your phone number under clause 10.4 above.
11. Transferring Your Phone Number 
11.1. Transferring from another carrier or carriage service provider
(a) You may be able to transfer a phone number you have obtained from another carrier or carriage service provider when you connect to the service. 
(b) We will not charge you a fee for transferring a phone number from another carrier or carriage service provider. However, before you transfer your phone number from another carrier or carriage service provider you should confirm the terms of your agreement with that carrier or carriage service provider, to determine what consequences, if any, there are when you transfer your phone number (including, for example, a fee for transferring or any early cancellation fees).
11.2. Transferring from us to another carrier or carriage service provider
(a) You can transfer your phone number from us to another carrier or carriage service provider, but we may charge you a fee if you do this. The fees for this can be found in the standard pricing table. 
(b) You must not cancel the service before you transfer your phone number. The carrier or carriage service provider to which you have transferred your phone number will inform us that you have transferred your phone number and we will cancel the service.
(c) You can only transfer your phone number. You cannot transfer any enhanced call features.
(d) You may only transfer a phone number for which you are the authorised customer.
12. Phone Number Displays
(a) If you do not bar CLI on your phone, your phone number may be displayed on the phone of the person you are calling. 
(b) When another person calls you, the phone number of that person may be displayed on your phone if that person has not barred CLI on their phone. 
13. Enhanced Calling Features
(a) The service offers a range of optional enhanced calling features. You may select enhanced calling features in your application or by contacting Customer Service.
(b) To access the enhanced calling features, you may need a handset which supports certain functions.
14. What Happens If You Move Premises?
(a) If you move, you must:
(i) give us 30 days notice in writing to cancel supply of the service, or 
(ii) assigning the resale access line to an incoming tenant or owner in accordance with clause 6.2 above.
(b) If you do not do so, you and the incoming tenant or owner will be jointly and severally liable for use of the resale access line (including call charges) until you cease to acquire the service in accordance with clause 6.2 above.
15. Acting as Your Agent
(a) You appoint us as your agent to deal with:
(i) any current provider, and
(ii) Telstra.
(b) As your agent, you appoint us to act with full authority on your behalf in relation to any telecommunications or other services provided by them over the resale access line, or in relation to the resale access line itself, including without limitation:
(i) to require preselection to be changed to or from us,
(ii) to cancel your existing supply arrangements with a provider (including Telstra),
(iii) to request access to any of your account information held by any provider or by Telstra, and
(iv) to receive from you, and to deal with a provider or Telstra in respect of, any faults, provisioning and service change requests or maintenance issues concerning the resale access line or telecommunications services provided over it.
16. What Do Terms in this Service Description Mean?
access line means a line or link, and the ancillary facilities over which a service is delivered, connecting your premises to a local exchange of a carrier or carriage service provider.
call means a call of the type set out in Telstra's standard agreement.
CLI stands for calling line identification. This facility allows your phone number to be displayed on the phone of the person you are calling (if their phone is CLI enabled).
enhanced calling features are the additional features you may access with the service. Descriptions of the enhanced calling features accessible with the service are set out in Telstra's standard agreement. 
issue means to provide you with a phone number for use with the service. We issue a phone number to you at the time we agree to provide the service to you in association with the phone number.
override code means a code which can be used to access a service of a carrier or carriage service provider from an access line that is not preselected to that carrier or carriage service provider.
preselect means to designate a particular carrier or carriage service provider to provide services to an access line.
resale access line means the access line installed and operated by Telstra between your premises and Telstra's over which the service is delivered.
Telecommunications Act means the Telecommunications Act 1997 (Cth)
Telstra means Telstra Corporation Limited (ACN 051 775 556).
Telstra's network means Telstra's PSTN network (as defined in Telstra's standard agreement), which is the network used to supply the service to you. 
Telstra's standard agreement means Telstra's Standard Form of Agreement formulated for the purpose of section 479 of the Telecommunications Act, as amended by Telstra from time to time. Telstra's standard agreement can be found at www.telstra.com.au 
transfer means to move your phone number from one carrier or carriage service provider to another carrier or carriage service provider. You may also hear transfer referred to as 'porting'.
