2 charging principles

(b) the called number cannot be accessed using the service, or

(c) there are network or other service failures that have caused temporary interruptions to the service.

2.2 How do we calculate the cost of a timed call?

(a) For the period on and from 27 November 2011, if you make a timed call we will charge you: 
(i) Unless specified otherwise, a call connection fee of $0.45 per call on all plans; and

(ii) An amount calculated by multiplying the per second rate rounded up to the nearest 60 second interval and cent for standard national calls, calls to Australian GSM mobiles and community calls by the length of the call; or 

(iii) An amount calculated by multiplying the per second rate rounded up to the nearest per minute interval and cent for international calls by the length of the call. 
(b) For the period on and from 18 July 2010 to 26 November 2011, if you make a timed call we will charge you: 
(i) Unless specified otherwise, a call connection fee of $0.45 per call on all plans; and

(ii) An amount calculated by multiplying the per second rate rounded up to the nearest 30 second interval and cent for standard national calls, calls to Australian GSM mobiles and community calls by the length of the call; or 

(iii) An amount calculated by multiplying the per second rate rounded up to the nearest per minute interval and cent for international calls by the length of the call.

If you choose Business Long Distance $3 Cap or Home Business Saver Long Distance $3 call charges for calls to an Australian mobile service (digital, but not satellite e.g. MobileSat or Optus Thuraya) you will be charged the Preselected rates in Appendix E  to a maximum charge of $3.00 for the first 60 minutes of the call.  If a call is longer than 60 minutes, you will be charged the Cap plus the normal (Preselected) rate for the period over 60 minutes. Please note this cap will not apply to carriage service providers and their customers.

If you choose Cap 10, Business Long Distance or Business Saver Long Distance, call charges for calls to an Australian Optus mobile service (digital, but not satellite e.g. MobileSat or Optus Thuraya) will be calculated as normal to a maximum charge of $0.80 for the first 10 minutes of the call.  If a call is longer than 10 minutes you will be charged $0.80 plus the normal (Preselected) rate for the period over 10 minutes.  Please note this cap will not apply to carriage service providers and their customers.

If you are a consumer and you have selected the $39 HomeCap pricing plan, $49 HomeOne pricing plan, $59 HomeOne pricing plan, $99 HomeOne pricing plan, Home Starter Cap pricing plan, Home Super Cap pricing plan, Home Mega Cap pricing plan, Home Classic pricing plan or Home Advantage pricing plan a $2.20 account processing fee applies per month if you do not pay your bills by direct debit.

7.2  
Paper invoice fee

If we have advised you that online billing is available to you, and you choose to continue to receive a paper bill posted to you, you will be charged a paper invoice fee of $2.20. For further information, please see: www.optus.com.au/myaccount.

Existing customers will be charged a paper invoice fee of $2.20 from 1 April 2009. 

If you are charged a paper invoice fee, we will not charge you the monthly account processing fee (non-direct debit fee) that may otherwise apply.  

7.3  
Payment processing fee

If you choose to use a credit, charge or debit card to pay your bill, you will be charged a payment processing fee of 1% (including GST) of the amount of your bill that you pay.  This payment processing fee will be shown on your next bill.  Exemptions may apply.

7.4 Change of plan fee

If, after 21 November 2007,  you connect to a pricing plan to which a minimum term applies, we may charge you a fee if you choose to move from your selected pricing plan to another before the end of your minimum term. You should contact customer service for further information on the fee that may apply in your case.

7.5 Late Or Non-Payment Fees And Charges

If you do not pay all amounts you owe us by the date the payment is due, we may charge you a late fee of:

If you pay your account at an Australia Post outlet, regardless of your chosen payment method, you will be charged an account processing fee.
7.7 Mercantile agent recovery fees

If we engage a mercantile agent, we may charge you a recovery fee of 15% of the outstanding amount.

7.8 Payment Dishonour Charges

(a) If you elect to pay your bills by direct debit (‘Optus AutoPay’) we may charge you a dishonour fee of $22 if the payment is dishonoured by your nominated financial institution or credit provider. 

(b) We may also charge you a dishonour fee of $22 if you pay us by cheque and the payment is dishonoured by your financial institution.

(c) This fee is in addition to any fees that your financial institution or credit provider may charge you.
7.9 Suspension fees 

If we suspend the service because you have not paid all amounts you owe us, we may charge you a fee of $35.  
7.10 Cancellation charges

Subject to your rights under clause 2A of the SME or consumer terms (as applicable to you), if you have agreed to a 12 or 24 month minimum term and you cancel the service (or the Optus Local or Optus Local Access Resale service) before the end of the minimum term, you must pay us:

(a) if you are a consumer, and you connected to the service before 4 December 2006, a $99 pro rata cancellation fee pro rated according to the number of days remaining in the minimum term; or

(b) if you are a consumer, and you connected to the service after 4 December 2006, a $149 pro rata cancellation fee pro rated according to the number of days remaining in the minimum term

(c) if you are a small or medium business customer and you connect to the service before 1 May 2006, a pro rata cancellation fee pro rated according to the number of days remaining in the minimum term
(d) if you are a small or medium business customer and you connect to the service after 1 May 2006 and you cancel your Long Distance service prior to completing the 12 or 24 month contract, a pro rata cancellation fee for each line which is calculated by multiplying the monthly line rental by the number of months remaining in the minimum term. 
7.11 Account processing fee

If you are a consumer and you have selected the $49 HomeOne pricing plan, $49 HomeOne pricing plan, $59 HomeOne pricing plan, $99 HomeOne pricing plan, Home Starter Cap pricing plan, Home Super Cap pricing plan, Home Mega Cap pricing plan, Home Classic pricing plan or Home Advantage pricing plan a $2.20 account processing fee applies per month if you do not pay your bills by direct debit.

7.12 Copy of Back Bills

If you ask us for another copy of one of your bills we may charge you $5.50 per copy. 

8 specials – consumers

The following specials apply to the service.  We may also offer other specials and if the terms of that special are not set out below you will be advised of these separately, for example, in promotional material relating to the special.

8.1 Optus ‘yes’ Rewards

Optus ‘yes’ Rewards is a special available to consumers.  It involves more than one service and each of the services you select as part of your Optus ‘yes’ Rewards package is provided to you by the relevant Optus company on the terms and conditions of the agreement for the supply of that service. 8.2 Pension Discount Plan
